	Personal Social and Emotional Development

In our SEAL topic we will be highlighting and celebrating our strengths and achievements and finding out why ‘It’s good to be me’. We will start class challenges and look at team work and taking turns. We will look at giving the children more responsibility and independence when it comes to group work, encouraging them to make good choices and decide what is fair and unfair, talking through problems to find a suitable solution.
	Communication and Language 

During carpet time, we will try to talk about events in time order, using the correct tense. We will predict endings to stories and make up our own stories and act them out. In addition, we will continue to talk about parts of a story we like or dislike, giving reasons, and discuss characters and settings.
	Literacy
This term we will continue group guided reading and paired reading with Year 3. We will also write for different purposes, including a recount, inserts of cards and focus on correct letter formation, capital letters, finger spaces and full stops. In addition, we will have daily phonic sessions where we will continue to learn Phase 3 letter sounds, letter names and blend and segment words in sentences. 

	Mathematical Development

This term we will be looking at numbers to 20, counting on and counting back from a given number and revisiting adding and taking away. We will also be looking at number bonds to 10. We will look at doubling, halving, partitioning and odd and even numbers. We will also look at measuring height, weight and capacity using the correct mathematical vocabulary to make comparisons, and record what we have found out using marks that they can interpret and explain. 
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	 Understanding the World

We are going to be learning how to control Beebots (programmable toys), and using the computers to find out information about our topic. We will use our school website to support the things that we are learning in class, and practise logging on with our own codes. We will explore our outdoor space at school, making careful observations and looking for signs of Spring and the changes that we can see. We will learn about Easter and Mothering Sunday.

	Physical Development

We will focus on throwing, catching, rolling and kicking a ball accurately. We will continue to change independently for PE and will talk about what we can do to keep healthy and safe, including a healthy diet, road safety, railway crossings, medicines and stranger danger. We are also continuing the Write Dance programme during P.E. lessons, to improve gross and fine motor skills, and riding our bikes.

	Expressive Arts and Design
This term we will be making Mothering Sunday and Easter ‘items’. We will make observational drawings and paintings of spring flowers. In addition we will make Easter Biscuits / cakes. In drama we will make up our own stories and act them out. We will continue to explore instruments, learn new songs and tap out repeated rhythms.
